1 pound lean round steak
1 doz. Oysters, fresh or canned

1 shallot

1/4 cup butter or solid bacon
fat

1 teaspoon salt
1/8 teaspoon pepper
1 cup beef stock or bouillon

Pastry for Xcrust pie

Recipe: Musselburgh Pie

Pound the rounds steak, then
cut in thin strips. Cut oysters
in half. Wrap each oyster half,
together with a half tsp. of
butter or bacon fat, in a strip of
beef. Dredge each roll in flour.
Pack rolls tightly into a Hhch
pie dish, ar-ou
birdé or small
(to vent the steam). Add

stock.

Sprinkle with salt & pepper.
Cover with pastry, & make a
hole in the center for escaping
steam. Brush pastry with milk
or egg. Bake at 425 degrees

Fahrenheit for 15 minutes, then
at 350 degrees for about an

hour.
